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The colors and wavelengths of visible light in the electromagnetic spectrum. 


Note the order of the colors (ROYGBIV), and their corresponding wavelengths. Red is the longest wavelength, violet the shortest.


The ultraviolet (UV) waves are even shorter than violet waves and cannot be seen by the human eye. UV light burns our eyes.


Infrared waves are even longer than red waves and cannot be seen by the human eye. This is close to the size of microwaves.
